Rattlesnake Avoidance Training never crossed my mind until | watched in total amazement as Eleanor pounced 3
times (mind you) at a large snake. It happened so fast | could not tell what kind of snake it was until it was too late...|
was standing right by her and the snake was an arm’s length away not moving and | was completely powerless over
the situation. The prey drive kicked in. If it would have been a rattlesnake she would have been in trouble. So off we
went to Rattlesnake Avoidance Training this weekend. The organization | used was www.highonkennels.com. They
train by sight, smell, and hearing. | highly recommend this organization and the training.

| sat down with Dr. Amy Carr of California Veterinary Specialist who said, "Feb 4th was the 1st rattlesnake bite of the
year." Quite early for our 1st rattlesnake bite due to irregular seasons Southern California has been experiencing.

Dr Carr agrees with the Rattlesnake Avoidance Training and is not sure how effective the rattlesnake vaccine is on the
actual outcome on the pet but feels both would be the best protocol. Research shows the snakes are interbreeding
producing neurotoxic and hemotoxic bites. The neurotoxic bites are far more toxic and are a true emergency.
According to a UC Davis Veterinarian, the month of April has seen more rattlesnake bites than all of last summer. It
seems the rattlesnake bites are being seen closer to the coastal areas. Due to the fact that the vaccines have
questionable value along with no substantial difference in treatment, Avoidance Training is the way to best protect our
dogs.

il 3 Sficers P b F. Afiliate Club R .

“The Affiliate Club Representative shall maintain a roll of local affiliate clubs, along with their
respective Constitution and By-laws, membership roster, and elected Officers and Boards and Delegates to
the GDCA, as well as their Alternates, and shall also maintain a calendar of affiliate club show dates and
obedience trials. The Affiliate Club Representative shall chair all meetings of the Affiliate Club Delegates
Committee and shall have custody of minutes and record of such meetings. The Affiliate Club
Representative shall make recommendations to the Board of Directors on all matters relative to affiliate
clubs, as well as applications for affiliations. The Affiliate Club Representative shall be elected to serve for
aterm of three (3) years by the Affiliate Club Delegates in accordance with a procedure established by the
Affiliate Delegates. Such procedure will be duly filed with the Board of Directors and may be amended
from time to time, which amendment will be duly fiied with the Board of Directors. The said ]
Representative must be a member in good standing of an affiliate club in good standing with the GDCA
and a member in good standing with the GDCA.

The Affiliate Club Delegates Committee has duly approved the following guidelines for the
clection of the Affiliate Club Representative under the By-laws set forth above:

o Election of the Affiliate Club R B

1. The ACDC secretary, during the election year, shall receive and accept written
nominations for the office of ACR. Such nominations must be submitted before
August 15 of the election year, accompanied by the written consent and signature of
each nominee.

2. The name of any affiliate club member, who is also a member of the GDCA, in good
standing with his/her affiliate club and the GDCA, can be placed in nomination.

3. The ACDC secretary shall mail the list of such nominees and a voting ballot to each
Delegate by August 27 of the election year. It will be the Delegate’s responsibility
to present the slate to his/her club for consideration/direction of the election of one
(1) candidate. Each Delegate will then mark the ballot, sign same and have the
affiliate club secretary certify the ballot by signing the front of the ballot before it is
placed in the envelope and sealed. The ballot must be returned to the ACDC
secretary before October 10 of the ¢lection year.

The ballots MUST BE SEALED if more than one canqit_iale_ |s_ nqmina}u!. )

NOTE: If the ACDC secretary is one of the nominees, another person shall be
appointed by the ACDC to perform all functions for the election normally performed
by the secretary.

4. The counting of the votes to verify election results of the ACR shall be done
by the ACDC secretary (or acting secretary) in the presence of a Notary Public. Said
secretary shall immediately inform the ACR of the results so the ACR can then
notify the Delegates, newly elected ACR, and the GDCA secretary of the ACDC
choice for Representative.

5. No person shall serve more than three (3) consecutive three year terms as
ACR.
