BEST IN SHOW BREEDER AWARD: Given to any club member bred/co-bred 

Great Dane winning a BIS at an all-breed show anywhere in the world. (1/92) 

 

BEST IN SHOW AKC NATIONAL OWNER-HANDLER AWARD: Given to any club 

member who participates in the AKC NOHS program who owns and showed a Great 

Dane winning BIS NOHS at an all-breed show. (8/18) 

CHAMPIONSHIP AWARDS: Given to all members who own/co-owned a Great Dane 

who has attained its AKC championship title. 

 

OWNER OF SIRE CHAMPIONSHIP AWARDS: Given to all members who own/co-

own a sire of a Great Dane who has attained its AKC championship title. Member must 

own/co-own the sire at the time of breeding.

 Silver GCH: 200-399 GCH Points 

 Gold GCH: 400-799 GCH Points 

 Platinum GCH: 800+ GCH Points 

 

OWNER HANDLER AWARD: Given to any club member who handled his or her 

own Great Dane to all 15 championship points. (1/92) 

 

BRED BY EXHIBITOR AWARD: Given to any club member owned/co-owned 

Great Dane finished entirely from the Bred By class. (1/92) 
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PERFORMANCE: Given to any club member who owns/co-owns a Great Dane who has 

earned a title/degree or certificate in any of the disciplines which shall include, but not be 

limited to obedience, agility, rally, flyball, dock diving, barn hunting, coursing agility, ca-

nine good citizenship, therapy and other service/performance-based activities awarded by 

certified organizations. Must be earned within the designated dates for the current awards 

year. 

Documentation must include certificates from the respective certified organizations. (6/15) 

 

SILVER WORKING DOG AWARD: Given to any club member who owns/co-

owns a Great Dane who has earned at least 1 title/degree or certificate in each of (2) 

above disciplines. No timeframe is required to submit for this award, with the ex-

ception that the most recent title must be earned within the current awards year. 

Documentation must include certificates from the respective certified organizations. 

(6/15) 

 

GOLD WORKING DOG AWARD: Given to any club member who owns/co-owns 

a Great Dane who has earned at least 1 title/degree or certificate in each of (3) above 

disciplines. No timeframe is required to submit for this award, with the exception 

that the most recent title must be earned within the current awards year. Documenta-

tion must include certificates from the respective certified organizations. (6/15) 
 

VERSATILITY AWARD: Given to any club member who owns/co-owns a Great 

Dane who is an AKC Champion of Record (conformation) who has earned at least 1 

title/degree or certificate in each of (3) above disciplines. No timeframe is required 

to submit for this award, with the exception that the most recent title must be earned 

within the current awards year. Documentation must include certificates from the 

respective certified organizations. (6/15) 

 

"THE TOTAL PACKAGE" AWARDS - BROOD BITCH & STUD DOG: In order to reward 

breeding programs that focus on promoting breed health (physical health as well as tem-

perament), danes eligible for this Award must be AKC Champions of record. The focus of 

thisaward is on brood bitches, as we acknowledge that breeding programs are largely con-

trolled by the bitch owners. (9/09) 

 

 

BROOD BITCH AWARD - 

SILVER Star Breeder: Any 2 recognized health checks on a public database (e.g. OFA, 

CERF), and any recognized basic temperament certification (e.g. AKC Puppy Star, 

CGC). 

 

GOLD Star Breeder: CHIC certification on OFA database (with all CHIC tests pass-

ing), OFA testing for heart (echocardiogram), eyes (CERF), thyroid (MSU), and hips 

(HD); CGC or other basic temperament certification, and any AKC sanctioned per-

formance title. 
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PLATINUM Star Breeder: A CHIC certification (with all CHIC tests passing), four health checks 

completed and published in OFA database; Thyroid, Heart and CERF done on an annual basis (or 

within 12 months of breeding). Any two or more advanced AKC sanctioned temperment and/or 

performance titles. 

 

STUD DOG AWARD - 

This award encourages stud dog owners to take responsibility in collaboration with the breeder to pro-

mote healthy litters. It is recommended that stud dog owners include the following in their stud con-

tracts: 

 

Stud dog owner encouraged to provide proof of passing one or more temperament tests (AKC 

Puppy Star, TT, CGC, TDI, or any AKC sanctioned performance titles. 

Stud dog to have a least a CHIC certification (passing all CHIC required tests) and all health tests 

repeated within 12 months of breeding. 

Encourage bitch owners to health check offspring that are pet quality as well as show potential. 

Encourage bitch owners to sell puppies not kept for their own breeding programs on limited reg-

istration, which can be lifted upon written acceptance of both breeder and stud dog owner (and 

based on passing temperament tests and health checks). 

Encourage bitch owners to provide contact information to stud dog owner for all puppies in lit-

ter, so that the stud dog owner can monitor health of offspring. 

 

KAY KINOSITA AWARD: Honors a member who has given outstanding service to the 

club or the breed. Recommendations must be received in writing to the President at least a 

week prior to the November Board meeting. The Board of Directors votes on names sub-

mitted to them before the November Board meeting. Discussions and voting will be done 

via the social media that proves the most efficient for the existing Board of Directors. (9/17) 

OUTSTANDING NEW MEMBER AWARD: Honors a new club member(s) that has been 

a member less than one full year for outstanding service to the club. Recommendations 

are reviewed and approved by the board. Contact Awards Chairman for full details. 

(11/01) 

 

VENERABLE GREAT DANE AWARD: Given to any member who owned/co-owned or 

bred/co- bred a Great Dane who is 10 years of age or older. Awarded once during the life 

of the dog. 

Reasonable proof required. (9/15)

Board Meeting Minutes 
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August 6, 2019 

 

 
Dear Division Representatives & Affiliate Clubs, 

 

I want to take a moment to discuss an agenda item the GDCA Board of Directors has made a decision on that was 

discussed at length during our meeting. Recently, an affiliate club had requested to hold a specialty after the National 

and was declined the ability to do so. This was primarily due in part to the missing key component, a clearly defined 

method for submitting a proposal to be considered. The result was a vote by a division to decline having a specialty 

after their division’s National. Based on this we, the GDCA were asked for some clarification on firstly why any club 

would be denied this chance and two why is there no policy to help both Affiliate Clubs and Divisions to fairly imple-

ment this policy. 

 

The Board made two determinations resulting in new rules being set forth in the NSRR which will be updated very 

soon. Our first determination was that no Division may deny an Affiliate Club the ability to host an Independent 

Specialty after the National given that the site is available and the club can be self-sufficient in running the Independ-

ent Specialty. The Independent Club will bear full responsibility and cost as well as tear down for the show. This is a 

decision that was unanimously supported and I will explain the rationale. 

 

In today's day and age our Affiliate Clubs are struggling not only with membership numbers but with finances as 

well.  Our entry numbers are dropping and specialties grow smaller by the year thus not allowing the clubs to make a 

profit on their shows. As of today we have four specialty clubs that we are aware of who are or will become inactive in 

the next few years. To deny any club the ability to potentially be fiscally solvent for another few years simply based on 

a misunderstanding or any other factor goes against the very tenants expressed on the first page of our By-Laws and 

Constitution. 

 

B. To encourage the membership to a lifetime responsibility for their Great Danes, their Dane’s offspring and 

to the education of others as all are necessary for the protection and advancement of the breed. 

 

C. To encourage the organization of independent local Great Dane Specialty Clubs in those localities where 

there are sufficient fanciers of the breed to meet the requirements of the American Kennel Club. 

 

E. To do all in its power to protect and advance the interests of the breed and to encourage Sportsmanlike 

competition at dog shows, field trials and obedience trials. 

 

F. To conduct sanctioned matches, specialty shows, obedience trials and other events for which the club is 

eligible under the Rules and Regulations of the American Kennel Club, and to generate publicity on any mat-

ter affecting the welfare of the breed. 

 

These items clearly state the most basic principle our club is founded on and must, especially now, be viewed as an 

imperative not a directive. 

 

The Division in question will be directed to allow the Independent Specialty based on site availability and the other 

aforementioned factors. 
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The second question addressed was as to how to implement this policy moving forward. There must be a clearly 

stated mechanism for which an Affiliate Club can submit a proposal to be considered as well as apply rules of fair-

ness for multiple clubs who may also wish to submit a proposal for consideration. 

 

 

 

 

Henceforth the policy shall be the following: 

 

 

Any club who wishes to submit a proposal to host the Independent Specialty after the National must be aware and 

complete the following. 

 

1. With the exception of the next two years, due to timing, a proposal must be submitted Three Years in advance so 

that the host division can negotiate the extra day into the contract with the hotel. 

2. In the event more than one club submits a proposal the Division Representatives within the division will consider 

all proposals and vote on who will be granted the specialty for that Division with a majority vote deciding. 

3. The club granted the Independent Specialty (if possible based on hotel availability) will then be ineligible to host 

another independent specialty until all other clubs within the Division have hosted one or no other club puts forth a 

proposal. 

4. The Affiliate Club hosting the Independent Specialty will assume ALL financial responsibility for the specialty and 

also all of the work associated with it, such as, setup, tear down, and cleanup as well as supplying all workers. The 

Hosting Division will not be responsible in any way for the financial costs or any other factor involved with the Inde-

pendent Specialty. 

5. Should there be multiple clubs bidding on a show and one is chosen, it is the option of the club selected to allow 

another club to participate with them under the selected club's name and share in the profits equally given the work 

is shared equally. This will be up to the selected club to make a determination and to implement their expectations of 

the 2nd club. 

 

As you can see, this a fair and equitable solution to a least in some way support our Affiliate Clubs and promote our 

breed even further. We as a Parent Club and you as Affiliate Clubs certainly see how our processes must evolve to 

ensure the longevity of our Clubs and more importantly our breed, the GREAT DANE.
