The Great Dane's unusual size means that they don't fit easily on 
most dog beds, even when you order the "X-large", as most manu-
facturers, hilariously, think a rottweiler is "extra-large".  Though 
you may accommodate your Dane with a baby mattress or a bed 
made for an elephant, they'll find creative ways to get comfortable, 
like sitting their butt on your couch with their face resting on the 
coffee table.  If a Dane wants to sit somewhere, they're going to sit 
there, even if they have to make themselves fit.

Unless you have Pet Insurance going the Veterinarian can be an extremely costly event for us with 
giant breeds. Over the many years of  working for a Veterinarian who did the drug ordering and 
understands the mark up on veterinarian drug prescriptions or non-prescription items, I have found 
a few places to do price comparison to pass on to my fellow club members. 
 
1-800-Pet Meds   What I like about this company they offer lots of coupons. There is a 50.00 mini-
mum for free shipping. Great website with loads of educational articles and a Veterinarian chat 
site. 
 
Costco   You will need an annual membership fee, the prices on pharmacy prescription are ex-
tremely low due to the volume Costco buys their drugs. Also, they do not markup human drugs 
needed for dogs as veterinarians are charged by their drug companies. One more positive, Costco 
has a drug discount card for pets. 
 
Walmart   I have found Walmart to be competitive but they do not seem to have the extensive se-
lection of pet products or drugs as the two above. And the line is much longer than Costco, at 
least the few times I have tried Walmart. 
 
Veterinarian Offices  At times I have found them to pass savings on to their clients on certain 
drugs when they get a great deal from their drug company and or coupons. 
 
So bottom line be your dogs advocate by price checking... Your Veterinarian should understand 
times are tough and we have an expansive breed, don't let them bully you. Take your time and get 
the best price out there...
