Background

Launched in 1989, Canine Good Citizen is an AKC certification program that rewards dogs with good behavior both at home and in the
community, Testing is a ten (10) part test that requires passing §1!ten (10) parts to obtain CGC Award:

1.] Accepting a friendly stranger 6. | Sit and down on command and Staying in place
2. | Sitting politely for petting 7.1 Coming when called
3. ] Appearance and aroma 8. | Reaction to another dog
4.] Outfor a walk (walking on a loose lead) 9. | Reaction to distraction
5. | Walkingthrough a crowd 10.]| Supervised separation
Additional Information

Dogs must be on leash when performing tests. Well-fitting buckle or slip collars made of leather, fabric, or chain, should be worn by dogs.
Pinch collars, head halters, and other special training collars are not permitted in the CGC test. A 20' lead for the test will be provided by
the evaluator. The dog's brush or comb should be brought to the test by the owner/handler. Owners/handlers may praise and use
encouragement throughout the test. The ocwner may pet the dog between exercises. Treats and food are not allowed during testing,
neither are toys, squeaky toys, etc. Upon passing, owners/handlers will be provided with the proper documents to submit to the AKC for
CGC registration. Any applicable AKC fees are the responsibility of the owner/handler. Dogs that eliminate during testing will be marked
failed. There is an exception to this rule in that elimination is allowable in test ltem 10, when test [tem 10 is held outdoors.

GDCC Board Zoom Meeting - Jan 13, 2021

The meeting was called to order by the President at 5:43pm. The following board members were
present, via video: Jim Howey, Maren Cornish, Linda Tonnancour, Tori Cornish, Bruce Powell,
Susie Powell, Hilary McLeod, and Joy DeGruccio. The following board members were present,
via phone: Mike Rodriguez and Melanie Yellish. The following members were also present, via
phone: Gary Romerosa and Debi Romerosa. Board members Brianne Rock and Jessica Gibbs
were absent.

OFFICER REPORTS

Recording Secretary’s Report — The minutes previously published - 11/10/2020 closed meeting
minutes, 11/10/2020 board meeting minutes, and 12/9/2020 open meeting minutes - were all ac-
cepted as published in the December bulletin.

Corresponding Secretary’s Report — Melanie reported the following:

Treasurer’s Report — Linda reported that the bank balance for the end of December was
$8,146.74. She has received $187.51 in dues ($52.50 in checks, $135.00 through PayPal). Dis-
bursements totaled $1,065.86 - insurance ($965.60), dues billing expense ($65.36), and a dues
refund ($35.00). Linda also said that she is going to send out 3rd notices for dues payment to
some club members.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Rescue — Susie had no numbers to report.

Specialty — \When the viability of the Mission Circuit during the pandemic was brought up, Mike
said Tony (Mission Circuit show chair) was waiting on phone calls from the Fairplex for confirma-
tion before he finalizes everything. Tony also said that the Mission Circuit may be held at a differ-
ent venue. Concerns were made regarding the specialties being 4 months away and not final-
ized, but Maren said that shows are finalizing closer to their event dates all over the country. The
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Great Dane Club of Arizona moved their dates to the end of February and just put out
their premium list. Mike and Melanie will both contact Tony further. The judges for the
2021 specialties, Mary Lee Williams and Judy Harrington, and the 2021 Sweepstakes
judge, Kim Griffith, each already have contracts and will each be contacted to check
their availability for 2022 if the shows do not occur in 2021.

Puppy Match - Melanie will send the application to AKC for the puppy match. Tricia
Baxter is the judge. The RV park is privately owned, and they are still accepting RV res-
ervations, so the viability of the puppy match seems high.

Bulletin — No news to report, it is up to date.
Website — No update was reported.
Pet Expo — There is no update at this time on the event.

Membership — Tori reported that she put a prospective member, Manuel Arevalo, in
contact with Mike Rodriguez as his first club contact/mentor. She also reported that Ja-
net Lampe contacted her regarding her daughter Danielle Lampe’s lapsed membership,
and how to reinstate her. The answer was that Danielle will have to reapply in full for
her membership as normal. Also, several guests have attended meetings and have met
their 2-meeting-requirement. They are eligible to submit their applications and will be
contacted.

Malignant Melanoma in Dogs

No one knows exactly why melanomas develop in dogs, although genetic factors seem to play a role, sun exposure and trau-
ma or compulsive licking.

Sun exposure on certain areas, such as the nose, belly, arm pits and ears that have little or no hair to shield sensitive skin from
the sun are susceptible to a variety of skin cancers. Those dogs with pink pigmented skin and or thin coats on these areas
should be kept out of the sun or use a zinc oxide sunscreen.

Trauma or compulsive licking of a particular spot on the skin may in-
crease the likelihood that cells will multiply, thereby raising the chances
that cells will mutate during the division process and become cancerous.

Most malignant melanomas occur on the mouth or inside the mouth
which show up as grey or pink tumors.

Nail beds malignant melanoma is the next most common area which
show up as a small dark black mole-like lump and or toe swelling.

Lastly 10% of the time melanomas can be found on parts of the body
covered with hair which look like a flat black lesion.

Malignant Melanoma tend to grow extremely fast and are likely to spread to other
organs including the lung and liver.

Treatment includes surgical removal of tumor, radiation and or chemotherapy which
may or may not extend the life of the dog.

There is a vaccine that causes the dogs own immune system to attack tumor cells,
which often successfully extends the survival rate of the dog but only with oral mela-
noma.

Ways to prevent and protect against melanoma, check your dog regularly with a fine
tooth comb as they say, apply sun-
screen to pink pigmented skin and
take your dog to a Veterinarian AS
SOON AS A LUMP POPS UP!!

Malignant Melanoma is considered a "Silent Killer".
